With much deliberation, we feel that if a few programs fail to load for certain
users, that due to the cost of The tape, mailing, packaging, instructions and
preperation, that no refund or repiacement policy will be entered info.

The following is to help you loazd the programs on the PORT FE Library Tapes #1,
2 & 3 and future library tapes. Since every program is only saved once at 1200
Gaud, other adjustments may have to be implemented, The most important of which
are as follows,

A. The primary adjustments that usually have been found necessary are volume and
tone contro! on the cassetts recorder.

B. Head alignment of the playback head {azimuth} may have to be screwed up/down
depending on one's cassetfe tape recorder. The iocation of this screw is usually
found through @ hole in the top of the cassette, a little to the left of centre,
and azbout two inches from the fronT of the cassette recorder. By insertion of

a Phillips scrawdriver and a small amount of rotation in cns dirscfion first,
say /4 (one-quarter} turn, try reloading the program. |f no satisfactory
improvement is achieved, reverse the rotation and try zgain, up to 1.1/2 (one
ang & half turns) in either direction from the starting point will be, on
average, more than sufficient. FPlease note prior to making these adjustments,
to remember where your tocation was before making these adjustments, otherwise
your own programs wil{ begin fto suffer on iocads.
